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Kurnell Battery Energy Storage System

Ampol is progressing its investigations for a big battery
at the Kurnell Terminal site. A Battery Energy Storage
System (BESS) typically consists of interconnected
batteries in containers or buildings which are
connected to the grid. Ampol’s proposed BESS would
charge in periods of low demand and discharge back to
the grid when the electricity is needed.

Early investigation and strategic review

At the end of 2023, following feedback from the Kurnell 2022 - 2023
community and other stakeholders, Ampol submitted a
Scoping Report and a request for Secretary’s
Environmental Assessment Requirements (SEARS). This
step is part of the Department of Planning, Housing and
Infrastructure’s State Significant Development
application process. The SEARS have now been issued -
they are project specific and identify what information
needs to be included in an Environmental Impact
Statement (EIS).
